LETTER TO ALL VILLAGERS OF WARINGSTOWN
VILLAGE RENEWAL AND DEVELOPMENT 

We have been advised by Craigavon Borough Council, that the Department of Agriculture and Rural Development (DARD) has introduced a significant funding programme, managed by Southern Organisation for Rural areas (SOAR), part of which is targeted towards village renewal and development by creating long term visions to support initiatives promoting cross community development.

As an example, it is considered that Waringstown would benefit from the creation of a central facility which could be used by all residents as a drop in centre, an IT suite, a meeting place for social activities etc. which would be funded for the next few years.  The enhanced provision of sporting activities is also viable as a project. The maximum grant available for our particular sector is £250,000 (subject to match funding) – a considerable sum and one which must be managed in a professional manner.

Obviously a project of this nature requires the formation of a central committee which will be responsible for the overall management of the scheme including the associated budgets.  This will involve individuals, who have the necessary skills, submitting their names for election for the various offices of Chairperson, Treasurer, Secretary and committee members.
It is essential that the committee is properly constituted and that all legal and required formalities such as Constitution, Memorandum of Association etc are put in place as soon as possible. By way of a temporary measure, Melvyn Hamilton and Dick Mullan will be submitting the Expression of Interest Form to SOAR to avoid any undue delay.
